So, the mid-level management staff of the RMG and
textile factories can join the courses if they can fulfil the minimum qualification.

1. These courses will provide area-specific knowledge in the fields of RMG garments busi
ness, supply chain management, industrial engineering, and manufacturing systems.

2. These will improve the communication skills of the employees.

3. These courses will sharpen the expertise of the participants especially in the case of pro-
duction, industrial engineering and production planning.

4. These courses will help the mid-level management staff to build up their career.

5. These courses will help the participants to become more competent.

ligibility Criteria:
- Minimum qualification for enrolling in this course 1s graduation from any discipline.
Teaching Method:
Lectures, analysis of business practice examples, discussions, presentations of students'

papers and case studies, exercises - students' individual and group work.

Teaching Accessories:

Modern classroom facilities 1.e. PowerPoint presentation, multimedia, modern labs, and
equipment will be incorporated for teaching the students. Course materials will be provided
to the participants by the BUFT.

Application and Admission Procedure:

Candidates fulfilling the above-mentioned requirements will contact the management of

their respective organizations in the organization’s prescribed ways. And then the organiza-
tion will communicate BGMEA and BKMEA for further steps.

Course Fees:

Total tuition fees (Including course materials, transportation and utility cost) will be paid
by the Government of Bangladesh.
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The course will be taught during the weekend 1.e. Friday (09:00 am — 12:00 pm, 03:00 pm
— 06:00 pm and 06:00 pm to 09:00 pm) and Saturday (06:00 pm to 09:00 pm) physically.
For a 1 credit course, there will be 1 hour class per week, for a 2 credit course, there will be
2 hours class per week and for a 3 credit course, there will be 3 hours class per week. Class-
es will be conducted online as & when necessary.

Class Schedule:

Credit Structure:

Each PGD program 1s of 24 credits. 12 credits will be in the first module and the rest of the
12 credits will be in the second module. 1 credit will be equal to 12 hours. The duration of
each module will be 03 (three) months and in total 6 months for a PGD program.

Assessment and Certification:

There will be an assessment examination at the end of each module and only the successful
candidates will get the certificates. Certificate will be 1ssued by BUFT and EPB, Ministry
of Commerce, Bangladesh.

Key Resource Persons:

Any teaching faculties from academia or any professionals from research institutions
having strong research backgrounds and experience or any experienced professionals from
the industry will conduct this course.

Transportation Service:

There will be a pick and drop service for the participants and this service will be provided
by BUFT. There will be 04 (four) mutually agreed pick-up and drop points in Dhaka city
